OOO.oi) of bonds, is hereby re- 
poaled. 

Section 7. The City Clerk shall 
certify to the adoption of this or­ 
dinance and cause the same to be 
pu )llshed once In the Torrunee 
Herald und thereupon the same 
shall be In full' force.
