spoonfuls of lemon juice. Cook 
one-half cup of soft bread, crumbs 
In one-half cup of milk for five 
minutes, add prepared salmon and 
three well-beaten egg yolks, then 
cut and fold in the stiffly whipped 
whites. Turn Into a well-buttered 
baking dish, set In a pan of boil­ 
ing vjater and bake In a moderate 
oven until firm. This Is delicious 
served with a Spanlah sauce.
