Too often a plan Is taken which 
in Itself may be an excellent 
plan but which may be entirely 
unsulted for the lot on which 
It is desired to place the houai*. 

The plan may havo bcOii~~~He^ 
signed for a lot that faces 
south, so to put the house on a 
lot that faces north may place 
all the rooms In their wrong 
places: The living room, In­ 
stead of being on the south­ 
west corner, .finds Itself on the 
northeast, where it gets only a 
little morning sun; the dining

" room, Instead of being on the 
southeast, Is on .the northwest,

-where*Its gets no morning sun; 
the kitchen, which should be on 
the northeast, Is on the south­ 
west, and since the, prevailing 
wind Is from that direction, all: 
the cooking odors flow thru the 
house Instead of out of the win­ 
dows. And so the house is all
