The 'road district tax levy
has never been more-than 10
cents since 1980, = The three
years prior to that it was 20
cents,-and-before that it was 26
cents and on up to as high as
60 cents, from 1911 to 1901.

A 10-cent levy produces ap-
proximately $250,000 at the coun-
ty's ‘present assessed valuation
of  slightly under $2;600,000,000.
