Sidney Torrance Memorial hos- |
pital officers and those of other |
hospitals in the state associa-|
tion, Assembly Bill No. 1132, pro-
viding for group hospitalization,
was signed by Governor Merriam
just before the ‘“deadline” this
week. This measure allows hos-
pitals and the public to create
associations *for prepayment of
services, - although it _cannot -be
labeled a ‘“hospital insurance”
plan.
Within 30 days the officers of
the local institutions expect to
receive details of the prepay-
ment plan which may be adopted
here. The Association of Cali-
fornia -Hospitals,” which has most
of the outstanding institutions
in its membership, was formed
to function under this law and
is eager to make this service
available to the public.
