Whether the annual Los An-
geles Trade Exposition site is
to be north, south, east or west
of the downtown district is.ex-
pected to be decided shortly,
according to Ralph B. Lloyd
.chajtman_of the Citizens Com-
mittee of Fifteen.

Yesterday was the deadline
for ‘submitting proposals and
ideas for the permanent site. A
citizens' committee in the south-
ern end of the county has
urged -that the exposition: lo-
cated there, approximately half
way between the metropolitan
district and the harbor district
and adjoining Torrance on the
north. This is known as thé
Figueroa - Vermont - Normandie
Midway site.

West Los Angeles citizens on
the other hand, were prepared
to urge the selection of a site
in the western side of the sity,
possibly one of the areas now
devoted to a golf course and
recently considered as a possible
site for a 'motion picture stu-
dio. The Baldwin Hills, site of
the Olympic Village in 1932, was
also offered for a site, accord-
ing to committeé members.
