AN ORDINANCE OK THE CITY OK TORRANCE FIXING THE 
TAX RATES AND LEVYING TAXES FOlt THE FISCAL YEAR 

BEGINNING JULY 1, 1987. 
The City Council of the City of Torrance does hereby ordain 

as follows: ^ 
Section 1. That for the purpose of raising the sums of money 

necessary to be raised by taxation upon the tax­ 
able property of the City of Torrance as a revenue to carry on
