Survey Report 
Urges Program 
for Department

More public health nurses and 
a more effective program nf 
community . health instruction 
are needed by the Los Angeles 
county health department, »< - 
cording to a survey made by 
Dr. Carl E. Buck of the Ameri­ 
can Public Health Association, 
and filed with the board of MI 
prrvlsors. today.

Dr. Buck, who made the .sur­ 
vey under the auspices of the 
U. S. Public Health Service and 
state department of public 1 
health, also said the department 
needed a deputy health officer to 
be in charge of local health ad­ 
ministration and io bring about 
a closer relationship between 
the district health officers and 
the bureau and divisional di­ 
rectors. District health, officers 
should be encouraged to assist 
in program planning and to car­ 
ry a greater degree of responsi­ 
bility for local health adminis­ 
tration. Lastly, the department 
needs a trained epidemiologist 
to study common or wide­ 
spread diseases, the report on 
thi* .survey concluded.

Need Sanitary Code
Minimum salary for Uie dep-

ty health officer should be 
$6,000, Dr. Buck's report recom­ 
mended/ At least 24 public 
health nurses should be imme­ 
diately added to the staff and 
a similar number each year un­ 
til somewhere near an .adequate 
public health nursing staff is 
attained, Dr. Buck decided. There 
now are 81.

An advisory hoard of health 
consisting of seven members 
should be appointed, with coun­ 
ty-wide r e p r e sent ation and 
should .serve without compen­ 
sation. Tt . was recommended 
they meet at least every other

>nth. Immediate adoption of
sanitary code also was rec-- 

conimended, with the under­ 
standing that the League . of 
Municipalities would exert its 
fforts to have, a similar code 

adopted by the municipalities of 
county. All employes should 

be required to meet minimum 
[tandards, the report concluded.
