From its
very inception, The Neutral
Thousands have waged a war
of ‘public opinion against “the
unscrupulous or so-called chisel-
ing employer, against' the labor
racketeer who preys on “labor
unions, and against the outsid
professional organizer who has
come into this community for
his own selfish purposc of
moting unnecessary strikes
stirring up discord . within
ranks of union-labor. *
