A native of Davenport, Wash­ 

ington, where his parents, a 
brother and a sister still reside,

T corps when the U. S. entered the

vived by Ms parents, Mr. and 
Mrs. Charles E. Myers I his father 

v flew here Saturday to assist with 
'the funeral arrangements); his 

sister Miss Olive Myers of Dav­ 
enport, (and brothers Jayof Al- 
tadena, Phllllp and Robert of 
San Diego, David of Okanagan, 
Wash., and Richard of Daven­ 
port. 

He joined Bert S. Grassland 
Post, American Legion, shortly 
after he came to Torrance and 
continued to be one of its most 
active members altho he always 
declined election to the com- 
mandership until this year. 

Mr.- Myers was a distinct 
credit to his chosen profession of 
the past 15 years.

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Tax Strike Looms in Alone
Five Changes 
In Co. Charter 
On Nov. 8 Ballot

Field secretaries for supervis­ 
ors, as well as members of al 
county commissions, would be 
exempted from civil service In 
one of five proposed amend­ 
ments to tho Los Angeles coun­ 
ty charter which will be placet 
on the Nov. 8 ballot, by order 
of the board of supervisors. The 
same amendment would place 
the chief deputy county assessor 
In the classified civil service. 

Proposed amendment No. 1 
would Increase the salaries ofsu 
pervlsors from $5,000 to $7,800 a 
year, which would be tho firs! 
pay Increase for the members ot 
:he board since the adoption ol 
the county charter In 1913. If 
the increase is voted, It will be 
effective In 1940 for the super­ 
visors from the Second, Fourth 
(Torrance) and Fifth districts 
and In 1942 for those from the 
First and Third districts. 

 No. 2 Would limit salaries of 
the sheriff, district attorney and 
assessor to $10,1)00 a year, In­ 
stead of their present salary of 
;12,000. But observers pointed 
out that the phrasing of the 
amendment might lead unin­ 
formed voters who favor lower 
salaries to vote against No. 2, 
since It is merely stated "shall 
the salaries ... be fixed at $10,- 
000 a year," with no indication 
they are $2,000 higher than that. 

The third amendment would 
take the jurisdiction over county 
parks and recreation areas from 
the county forester, leaving them 
n a separate department of their 

own. 
The fifth amendment would 

protect the civil service employes 
from summary discharge or de­ 
motion by giving the civil service 
commission the right to review 
and approve or veto discharges 
or demotions.

"Our product Is Iron In the 
form of low carbon Iron sponge, 
ready for steel mills to convert 
Into required commodities from 
stainless stool to stool rails and 
ship plates," ClarK told the coun­ 
ty officials. "A commercial re­ 
duction plant also will deliver 
carbon black, obtained as a by­ 
product and used In manufacture 
of auto tires." 

The engineer suid H mine was 
under purchase contract 220 miles 
from Los Angeles, estimated to 
yield 250,000 tons of 64 percent 
Iron ore and there la 70 tons of 
crushed ore ready for final tests 
at the Normandie avenue plant. 

"We can develop a baste In­ 
dustry for Los Angeles county 
as soon as we finish our tests, 
extend employment and provide 
an outlet for surplus electricity 
and gas." Clark asserted. He said 
low cost electricity and gas and 
high grade Iron ore was neces­ 
sary for the plant to operate.

Lomita Gains As 
Torrance Postal 
Receipts Slump

While the Lomita postofflce 
was maklng_ a-Xive__ajid one-half 
percent gain during the last 
quarter ending Sept. 30, the Tor- 
ranci1 postofflce was taking a 
four percent loss, according to. 
reports Issued this week by Post­ 
master Birda Paddock of Lomita 
and Earl Conner of Torrance. 

Dulng the past quarter, postal 
receipts here totaled $8,684.72 as 
compared to $9,064.56 for the 
same period In 1837. The total 
receipts for the year to date at 
the Torrance postofflce are $26,- 
883.42. The total for tho first 
nine months of 1937 was $29,- 
218.35. 

"While tho drop In postal rev-, 
enuo is $379.84 for tho past three 
months hero, we are not losing 
any sleep over It," Postmaster 
Conner said. "Instead we are 
anticipating a record-breaking 
final quarter and a larger vol­ 
ume of Christmas business than 
ever before. I believe that the 
postofflce will show a gain over 
the previous year at the close of 
business on Dec. 31."
