Peotition of a group of Palns‘

Tuesday In a report from County
Surveyor Alfred Jones.

Jones delivered a copy of his
report to Supervisor Leland M.
Ford of the Fourth district, who
recently asked the county coun-
sel's office to repért as to the
legality of the’ petition, but was
informed that the law does not
peérmit county-paid attorneys to
give legal opinions on matters not
officially 'before the board- of
supervisors. The petition has
beéen filed ‘with the board, but
is not schedwled to come before
the supervisors until next week:

Jones said the county counsel

had advised ‘him that his office]

cotld not legally spend time
checking the signatures on the
petition until it had been form-
dlly presented to the supervisors.
Batkers of the incorporation
move recently sought to with-
draw -the petition, -but—county
attorneys explained that this
could not be done because it had
been filed with the board, and
that an entirely new.  petition
would be required to start new
proceedings.

The county counsel recently
ruled that wne tition to in-
corporate must contain 25 percent
of the signatures of the holders
of title within the area to-be in-
corporated, as well as the sign-
atures of the owners of 25 per-
cent of the valuation. Jones told
Ford that there were only about
80 signatures on the petition,
Wwhile there were some 2,000
property owners on the assess-
mént rolls.
