We learn something everyday 

 but last week I accumulated a 
heap of Information about the 
Safeway Stores, Inc., that I never 
knew before.

of Airway coffee in eight hours 
took up one big section. A vast 
candy making department that 
manufactures five tons Of marsh- 
mallows every night besides 
equally Inconceivable quantities 
of luscious jelly beans, peanut 
brittle, gum drops and other 
types of candles occupies nearly 
an entire floor. The night 1 
went through the candy depart' 
ment, small armies of women 
and men were making chocolates 
and packing them In fancy boxes 
Then there were peanut roasters 
capable of turning out 1,500 
pounds an hour a big bakery 
with long rows of ovens full of 
bread.

New Milk Cartons Used
Next I visited tho creamery 

plant to view the Intriguing new 
machines for sealing milk In 
paper cartons, Instead of bottles. 
First the container Is formed 
from a flat sheet, then covered 
with hot paraffin, inside and 
out, chilled, automatically filled 
with Lucerne milk, the top sealed 
and paraffined.
