We had an op-
portunity to sce the correctional
cells, where recalcitrant prisoners
are placed for 30, 60 or 90 days
in almost total darkness.

“They are fed bread and water
for four days and then allowed
a good meal. While this may

{seem harsh treatment, neverthe-

less the discipline is urgent con-
sidering the type of men who
are confined at Folsom.

But for
the great majority of inmates
there is nothing for them to do
or a chance to earn money which
they can spend after their re-
lease.

“The state only allows a freed
prisoner $10 and a suit of
clothes,” Stroh commented, “and
$10 doesn’t get a man very far.
If they could earn some money,
bank it and then have a ‘nest-
egg’ on release, many who are
forced to revert to crime to ob-
tain funds, would go straight.”

Stroh, Chief Miller and Gilbert
returned home Satlday morn-
ing.
