Fifty-
six gave no school affiliation
while the remainder were from
Compton, Long Beach, Los An-
geles and Fullerton junior col-
leges, U.C.L.A., Whittier, Caltech,
Loyola, Frank Wiggins and busi-
ness colleges.

“All told there were 181 boys
and 120 girls present of an av-
erage age of 17.4,” Shidler stated.
“In looking over the age groups
we found nothing startling. There
was one 13-year-old girl and two
or three 14-year-old girls. There
were no girls over 20 but two
boys were 22 and one was 24,

“The fact that Torrance high
school dancels were below the
high school average (16 as com-

pared to 17) is probably because
this is the home city and younger
children of other towns could not
attend, due to lack of transpor-
tation.

All Want Dance Continued

“It i1s worthwhile noting the
wide area in attendance ,and
value in the way of advertising
our city that follows from this
dance. In answer to one of the
questions: ‘Do your parents cri-
ticise this dance unfavorably?'
not one out of town answer was
‘ves'. Some said ‘they praise
it'.
