Gasoline distributors reported |
the sale of 166,751,696 gallons of
gasoline on which a tax. of $4,-|
702,550.88 was levied. This rep- |
resented a gain of 8406,239.33
percent over the same month of
last year. The May income also
was substantially higher than the
$4,406,313.03 collected in gasoline
taxes during April. Out of five
months of the current year four
have shown substantial gains in
taxable gasoline sales as com-
pared to the same months of
1938.
