AIRPLANES NOW SPEED 
FASTER THAN BULLETS

"An Army airplane has, In a 
late test, attained a speed of 520 
miles an hour faster than 
bullet," relates William F. Mc- 
Dermott In the current Rotarlan 
magazine. "An airplane speed of 
600 to 700 miles an hour Is In 
sight."

It is the octane content of the 
gasoline that makes such speeds 
possible, McDermott points out, 
jnd It is a former Russian exile, 
bow becoming   u naturalized 
American citizen, who has made 
the discoveries that permit this 
lope. "The name of 73-year-old 
Vladimir N. Ipatleff was for 
years revered in Russia much 
Ike Thomas A. Edison's was in 

America," he writes.
Quitting Russia In protest of 

what was happening, Prof. Ipa-1

tlcff came to America to becom 
a lecturer at Northwestern Un 
verslty and chemical researc 
director for an oil compan; 
Here he has worked out a pro 
cess of condensing the molecule 
of a gas that was former! 
wasted in the "cracking" 
crude oils to make gasoline, wit 
such results that McDermott re 
ports "this 'process represents 
saving of 76 million barrels o 
crude oil a year."

This pepped-up gas promise 
speeds up to or better than 701 
miles an hour, McDermott shows 
and "there are still 4 billion tin 
tested ways of trying to mak 
better gasoline, any of whlc 
may be an improvement on wha 
is known today!"
