The tax rate .levied against 
property in Torrance Jumped 
18 percent in the years be­ 
tween 1936-37 and the cur­ 
rent year   climbing steadily 
from $4.28 in 1936-37 to 
$5.0531 for 1940-41, declared 
N. Bradford Trenham, exec­ 
utive secretary of California 
Taxpayers' association, speak­ 
ing on -the subject "The 
Taxes You Pay" at the meet­ 
ing of the' Torrance Rotary 
club last Thursday evening at 
the Legion clubhouse.

In 1936-37, Trenham stated, 
the city rate was $1.07 per $100 
of assessed valuation (Taxation 
Dist. No. 2) ($1.11 In Taxation 
Dlst. No. 1); the county rate 
was $1.27; schools, $1.37 for the

trlct and $1.47 for the Perry 
District; flood control, 20 cents; 
and Metropolitan Water District, 
37 cents.

S. Steel had rejected the 
C.I.O. union's demand' for a 10- 
cent an hour Increase In pay and 
offered Instead a two and one- 
half cent increase which was, in 
turn, rejected by the S.W.O.C..

Steele reported that a letter, 
containing the union's demands 
and giving 10-days notice of the 
C.I.O.'s desire to rc-ppen con­ 
tract negotiations, had been sent 
presidents of all U. S. Steel sub­ 
sidiaries on Monday. On expira­ 
tion of that period, or March 20, 
if the firms fall to reply or reject 
the proposals, the present wage, 
hour and working condition con­ 
tract will be considered null and 
void after 10 more days.

the company," Steele declared 
this morning on his arrival from' 
two days of conferences with 
Philip Murray, national CJ.O.
