. Having easily overcome ' the
two primary wants of man, food
and ‘tlothing, national ' defense
leaders have had to cope with
the question of providing shelter
for hundreds of thousands of
persons who have been trans-
planted  from _their homes to
work on defense projects.

Using Southern California as
a testing ground in solving the
housing problem authorities rec-
ently concluded that the trailer
is at least an excellent tempor-
ary, solution.

Workers are Translents

The question’ of sheltering’ the
necessary workers arose when
investors and contractors shied
away from building low cost
houses to accommodate transient
workers, fearing ghost towns
would be created at the end of
the emergency when the men
returned to their homes.

And, although under the Fed-
Housing Administration’s
Title VI plan some homes werg
constructed, many workers in
defense centers . found ; them-
selves well-paid 'but homeless.
