A request for $22,000 of the 
appropriations which the state 
Legislature Is expected to make 
for defense purposes when the 
special session Is reconvened 
Jan. 12 has been sr/nt by the city 
of Torrance to Sacramento. The 
request Was airmailed last Sat- 
urday to" the counsel for the 
California League of Municipal! 
tics in accordance with InStruo 
tlons to member-cities of that
 organization.

The League Is assembling the 
applications of cities for sub­ 
mission to an Interim committee 
of the Legislature and a sub­ 
committee which ' \>as ' been 
charged with the responsibility 
of investigating and determining 
the emergency needs of local 
governments, and to what extent 
there needs would justify state 
aid.

After consultation Fire Chief 
J. E. McMaster, Police Chief 
John Stroh and City Clerk A. H. 
Bartlctt, Mayor Tom McGuire re 
quested three mobile pieces of 
equipment  a police ambulance, 
250-gallon pumper fire truck and 
a portable gas generator plant
  in addition to considerable 
other equipment for the police 
and fire departments. No equip­ 
ment was asked for any other 
municipal unit.

Included In the request to the 
state Legislature are-such ma­ 
terials as fire hose, pump cans, 
radio repairs, special police and 
fire department badges, guns, 
ammunition, flash lights and 
batteries, gas masks, an emer­ 
gency cutting outfit for the fire 
department; first aid kits, de­ 
luge set for fire fighting, pyrene 
extinguishers, a power pump for 
a city fire apparatus, additional 
fire extinguisher charges and 
ladders.

The League of California Cities 
Is particularly Interested In Sen­ 
ate Bill No. 12 which provides 
for an appropriation of $5,000,- 
000 for state aid to local govern­ 
ments for the acquisition of ma­ 
terials and equipment o|her than 
personnel. Assemblyman Fred N. 
Howscr also introduced a bill In 
which be is" asking a $3,000,000 
appropriation, for coast cities 
which could be used for equip­ 
ment and extra personnel.

City Buildings 
Filled Up; More 
Space Needed

What the city of Torrance 
needs Is another building for 
public and semi-public meetings.

The chamber building Is now 
occupied by the municipal water 
department, pending similar re­ 
pairs to Its structure on Crav­ 
ens ave. Bids on this work are 
to be opened at an adjourned 
meeting of the council tonight 
(Tuesday),

The city council room and the 
city court room are now occupied 
by Red Cross classes In first aid 
several nights a week and City 
Attorney John E. McCall, chair­ 
man of the Selective Service Ad­ 
visory board, announced that this 
group will be called Into service 
.shortly to assist In the new Se­ 
lective Service registration of all 
men from 18 to 64 years of age 
Inclusive.

The CMc Auditorium may be 
used for this registration when 
It Is held for men In Torrance, 
Lomita, Gardena, El Nldo and 
portions of Itedondo Beach, Pal- 
os Verdes and San Pedro.

With all these civic structures 
In use, and the upper floor of 
the fire station considered un­ 
safe because of earthquake dam­ 
age to that building, the need 
for public rooms Is acute here. 
The city council took the Se­ 
lective Service Board's request 
under consideration and agreed 
to sec what arrangement can be 
made regarding giving that na­ 
tional defense agency temporary 
quarters.

Local Resident 
Saved as Ship 
Sunk by Japs

A Torrance resident, John T. 
Smith of 24448 Hawthorne ave., 
was listed as a member of the 
crew of the Union Oil tanker 
Montebello which an enemy sub­ 
marine fired on and sank at 
dawn last Tuesday off the Cali­ 
fornia coast. All hands were re­ 
ported safe.

The tanker's captain, Olaf Eck- 
Ktrom, Smith and three other 
seamen were so cold and numb 
when brought to safety op a 
lifeline they could hardly talk. 
Their lifeboat crashed on the 
rocks neih; the shore. Some 
watchers on the shore saw the 
shelling of the Montebello.

They said one direct hit caus­ 
ed the tanker's bow to lurch 
upward and almost Immediately 
she sank. There had been firing 
before this* hit, however, wit­ 
nesses said, and flashes of light 
could be seen.

But like all scaddgs. .it was 
only a few months until Watldhs 
could stand it no l<~-iger. Back 
to sea on a freighter, back to 
work and as he knew well, 
danger.

Torpedo Ruins Roast
Lately he had been prepared, 

keeping a warm suit near to 
put on In case of attack. For 
"whites" are cold, comfort when 
dumped Into a cold pea.

When Mrs-. Watklns, who has 
had many years of waiting for 
her man to. come home from the 
sea and In times of peace, fol­ 
lowed him to many foreign ports, 
heard over the radio that the 
Absaroka had been struck she 
called John, and got out the
car ready to drive wherever the 
men were being picked up.

When her husband telephoned 
that he was at a coast guard 
station In San Pedro, great was 
her surprise and relief.

School Starts

An appeal board of five members with power to rule that 
earthquake repairs may be madn on certain small buildings'dh 
tho advice of the city engineering department without prepar­ 
ation of plans and specifications by a licensed structural engineer 
or architect may be the way out of the Torrance building cdiie 

^controversy.
i The city council on Dec. 23 at 
I the requestor Frank Dalton, Eay 
' Parks, Harvcl Guttenfelder and 
others agreed to stiidy such a 
plan. The appeal board, as s«t ' 
up by the building code, would 
consist of an architect, a build­ 
er, a lawyer and two structural 
engineers, each with 10 years' 
experience. Although no- definite 
action was taken by the coun­ 
cil, this means of relieving the 
cost burden on property owners 
will probably be approved at a 
special meeting soon.

A petition, carrying 54 signa­ 
tures of property owners who 
suffered damage in the Nov: 14 
quake, requested easement of 
the burden of employing high- 
priced structural engineers or 
architects on small buildings: 
City Engineer Glenn Jain re­ 
ported that as of Dec. 23 a. to­ 
tal of 32 plans had been sub­ 
mitted, 22 have been approved 
and his office is now about nine 
days behind but is catching up 
on the plan- check-up process. . 

Law Permit* No "Line"
Frank Dalton vigorously at­ 

tacked the emergency building 
law which was adopted Nov. .18 
to enforce rigid inspection of all 
quake repairs and the necessity 
of employing structural engin­ 
eers and architects on all but 
the most minor of improvement^. 
Guttenfeldor' appealed for per- ' 
mission to rent his building at 
1618 Cravens ave., which he 
contended suffered only slight 
damage In the quake.

Jain countered all requests 
with pointing out the law does ' 
not permit "drawing the line" 
between small or large repair 
jobs and declared that Gutten- 
fclder's building, because it was 
unoccupied at the time. of the ; 
earthquake, cannot be occupied 
now until It is completely re­ 
paired according, to the dty-oir* ' 
dinance. \ '*

When the city engineer report- t 
ed, in answer to a question-by 
Guttenfelder, no "occupancy per­ 
mits" had been Issued as yet 
from his office, Councilman Verri 
Babcock and Guttenfelder called 
his attention to several post- 
quake occupancies of buildings 
which were damaged. Jain said 
he had no knowledge of these 
Infractions and he was instruct­ 
ed by the council to Investigate ' 
them.

Hitchcock for Correction
Council reaction to the plea, of 

the property owners was ex­ 
pressed by the ; following:

George V. Powell: "This com­ 
plaint (referring to the petition;) 
is striking at our city engineer. 
I'm satisfied he's doing' hlu befit. 
We felt we adopted a good or­ 
dinance. If anyone Is to be 
blamed, the responsibility rests 
with the council and not Jain.*'

(Dalton, Parks and Gutten­ 
felder denied the petition "took 
a slap at the city engineer" but 
w5u^ drafted and signed for one 
purpose that of correcting . a 
burdensome load placed on srnftK 
property owners.)

James Hitchcock: "This law Is 
a hardship on owners of small 
buildings. Why, In many cases, 
I've heard' the cost of preparing 
the plans alone exceeds that of 
the repairs. If we've made an 
error in the ordinance I think 
we should at least discuss a 
correction."

Exemption Bole Sought
Vern Babcock: 'This 'occupan­ 

cy permit' thing hut been vio­ 
lated In the city on at least three 
occasions that I know of. I don't 
think we should discriminate 
against Harvcl while permitting 
the infractions to continue."

Mayor Tom McGulre did not 
make any statement other than 
questioning various speakers as 
to what they desired.

Dalton tried to obtain consent 
to a rule that buildings under to 
many square feet or costing leas 
than $1,600 or $2,000 to repair 
be exempt from the requirement 
of having plans drawn by strut)- 
tural engineers. He also criti­ 
cised the manner In which In­ 
spections are ntade.

Councilman Babcock moved 
that the board of appeals, as 
set up in thu state building code, 
bo formed here to act on »uch 
relief but hlu motion failed to 
twelve a second. However It 
was Indicated that the council 
will go Into this matter at a 
special meeting In the near fu­ 
ture, i
