The Bible Lesson Includes a night 
Tlslon of Daniel. "One like the Son 
of man" says Daniel, "came with the 
clouds of heaven,... And there waa 
given him dominion, and glory, and 
a kingdom, that all people, nations, 
and languages, should serve him; 
his dominion Is an everlasting do­ 
minion, which shall not pass away, 
and his kingdom that which shall 
not bo destroyed." Referring to 
John the Baptist, Jesus Is reported 
In John's Ooupal as saying: "I have 
greater witness than that of John: 
for the works which the Father 
bath given me to finish, the same 
works that I do, bear witness of 
me, that the Father hath sent me."

As a part of the Lesson-Sermon 
tho following citation from "Science 
and Health with Key to the Scrip­ 
tures" by Mary Baker Eddy, Is in­ 
cluded: "Becuuuo man-made sys­ 
tems Insist that man becomes sick 
and useless, suffers and dies, all In 
consonance with the laws of Qod, 
are we to believe It? Are we to be­ 
lieve an authority, which denies 
Bod's spiritual command relating 
to perfection, an authority which 
Jesus proved to be false? Ho did 
tho will of tlio Father. He healed 
tlcknftSB In defiance of what U 
nailed material law, but In accord- 
inoe with God's law, the law of 
glad."

'On this most solemn festive 
occasion, I Invoke the blessings 
of the Risen Saviour upon the 
members of- the pariah and the 
entire community, praying to 
God that having .spent a sincere 
and penitential season of Lent 
we are prepared to receive Him 
worthily into our hearts," Fa­ 
ther Bauer concluded.
