Churchmen 
Hear of War 
Prison Life

A meeting of the Young 
Churchman's League was helc 
In St. Andrew's Episcopal church 
parish hall Sunday, Oct. 15,1944 
at 6 p.m. Twenty-two members 
were in attendance. Miss Doris 
Church, president of the league, 
presided.

In keeping with the study of 
war prisoners, which is the as­ 
signment for the month of Oc­ 
tober, Miss Church arranged for 
a speaker to tell the group of 
the conditions prevailing in the 
prisoner of war carrips in thi 
various enemy countries.

Lieutenant Richard C. Klinn 
2b, who is home on leave for 30 
days, who was recently released 
from a Romanian prison camp 
where he had been interned 
since July, detailed his experi­ 
ences and those of fellow fliers 
who had been prisoners of war. 
Shot down on the seventh bomb­ 
ing mission over Romanian oil 
fields on June 6, the young, flier 
was based with the 15th Army 
Air Forces in 'Italy. He has 
been awarded the Air Medal and 
served seven months overseas, 
completing 16 missions for a to­ 
tal of 72 combat hours. A grad­ 
uate of Wilson High school in 
Long Beach, Lieutenant Kline 
attended Loyola University be­ 
fore entering tho air forces in 
1943. His wife, Mrs. Marie 
Kline, and baby daughter, Dixie 
Anne, have been making their 
home with her parents in De­ 
troit.-

Lieutenant Klinc stressed the 
need for athletic equipment and 
reading material in the prison 
camps, pointing out that It was 
pretty difficult to keep minds 
occupied 24 hours a day, so to 
speak. Speaking of his own ex­ 
periences, he assured the group 
that conditions in the Romanian 
prison camps were not too bad, 

ving to the different outlook 
of that nation compared with j 
the Nazis and Japs.
