GREATEST IN 
STATEHISTORY

California's current registra­ 
tion for the Nov. 7 General Elec­ 
tion is 4,141,331, the greatest in 
history and 88,936 larger than 
the all-time high set for the 1940 
Presidential Election, Frank M 
Jordan, secretary of state, has 
announced.

Registration by party follows: 
Democratic, 2,418,965; Republi 
can, 1,548,395; Prohibition, 7,101; 
miscellaneous, 8,829; declined to 
state, 158,041.

Jordan said of the total cur 
rent registration, 58.11 per cent 
Is Democratic and '37.89 per cent 
Republican. The Republican par 
ty showed an increase in Its 
percentage and the Democratic 
dropped, as compared to the 
previous high registration in 
1940. During the four-year peri 
od the Republicans gained 90,- 
022 registrations and the Demo­ 
crats lost 663.

Total registration for Los An 
gcles county is 1,785,395, of 
which 1,047,748 are Democrats, 
640,042 Republicans and the bal- 
ancp scattered, or those who de 
cllned to state.

Pfc. Jolley Is 
With Famous 
Fighter Group

Private First Class William S. 
Jolley, son of Mr. and Mrs. Wil­ 
liam Jolley of 2309 Torrance 
blvd., is a member of the oldest 
fighter group in the Eighth 
Fighter Command, the high- 
scoring P-51 Mustang group 
commanded by Col. Don Blakes- 
lee, of Fail-port Harbor, O., 
which celebrated Its second an 
nlversary recently by destroying 
24 enemy planes in two days,

The group was formed Sept. 
12, 1942, when the three Eagle 
Squadrons of the Royal Air 
Force transferred to the USAAF 
and became the first fighter 
group in the Eighth Air Force.

In the two-year period the ex- 
Eagles, complemented by U. S. 
trained pilots, have flown Spit­ 
fires, Thunderbolts and Mus­ 
tangs. They have destroyed 687 
enemy aircraft, 222 while on 
hazardous ground strafing oper­ 
ations.

The group's list of famous 
firsts include: First Allied fight­ 
ers to penetrate Germany from 
Britain; first Allied single-engine 
fighters over Berlin; providing 
the fighter escort for the first 
Brltain-to-RussIa shuttle raid; 
and the first fighter group In 
the European theatre of opera­ 
tions to pass the 400, 500 and 
600 marks in enemy planes de­ 
stroyed.

Pfc. Jolley Is a radio operator 
and mechanic with one of the 
squadrons belonging to the 
group. The 21-year-old soldier 
has served with the AAF in 
England since September, 1943.
