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Jordan said the voting proce-
dure would be substantially as
follows:

1. The county clerk or regis-
voters would send all
registered voters a. ballot 30
days before election, along with
arguments for and against vari-
ous propositions. The regular
ballot would" be~substituted - for
the present sample ballot.

2. The voter would mark his
ballot in the secrecy of his own
home, place it inside a plain and
unidentified envelope. This in

trar of

and which would con-
voter’s affidavit and
signature on the outerside.

This latter cnvelope is similar
to those now used in absentee
voting but the inner plain enve-
lope is a new procedure. It
would be unnecessary to have
the signature notarized as is
now required. .

3. The ballot envelope and its
contents would be returned to
the county clerk by élection day.
Upon its receipt the signature
would be checked with that of
the voter on his affidavit of
registration.- (This checking of
signature is now required by
the election. code and is done
when the voter applies at the

signature valid, the plain and
unidentified envelope containing
the actual ballot would be re-
moved dnd placed in safe keep-
ing for opening at a later date.

Jordan said the ballots could
be canvassed in one of two

ways: As they are received or
after the deadline on election
day.

“I can see no reason why they
could not be canvassed as they
are received,” Jordan said. “The
proposed legislation” could pro-
vide it would be a felony for a
county clerk, registrar of voters
or any attache to divulge the
number of ballots cast or the
trend of voting until after the
deadline for casting ballots hgd
passed.

“I believe the proposal would
actually tighten the secrecy of
election by reducing the number
of places where ballots are now

‘counted—numbering nearly 15,

000—to one in each of \the 58
counties. 5

“Under my proposal I believe
the counting of ballots would ac-
tually be speeded up. -This
would be done by use of a per-
forated ballot, dividing it in
three sections. Thus three sec-
tion scould be counted at the
same time. cutting the total
length ‘of time to one-third that
usually consumed counting each
ballot.”

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Contour Maps

Rubber, in the new role of col-
lapsible contour maps has be-
come an important factor in the
efficiency of recent naval land-
ing operations. Naval authori-|
ties allowed it to be revealed to-
day that these new portable
maps may have materially re-
duced casualties by providing
landing forces with more accur-
ate information as to the pro-
jected battleground.

The maps are made by spray-

ing liquid rubber on a plaster
negative mold in a process per-
fected by the United States Rub-
ber Co. Previous to this opera-
tion, the plaster mold is made
from an original model of the
battle area showing the coast-
line rising to the mountains with
all existing buildings and con-
struction as well as natural land-
marks. )
, Information ‘is gathered from
all possible sources and brought
up to date by acrial photogra-
phy. So accurate in detail are
these maps that the men gain
intimate ‘knowledge of gun em-
placements, pill boxes, where
enemy: -forces--are - likely--to - be
concealed, and where they can
fox-hole with most safr'ty:

The finishéd portable maps,
five by seven feet in size, are
rushed to the invasion areas.
