Absentee Count
Does Not Change
Election Result

Complete tabulation of all the
absentee ballots received for the
Nov. 7 election, excepting the
federal “bobtailed” ballots, gave
President Roosevelt a lead of
3,811 votes over Gov. Thomas E.
Defvey, County Registrar of Vot-
ers M. J. Donoughue stated Mon-
day, e

Out of 144,061 absentee ballots
mailed, 90,232, or 62 per cent,
were returned and of these 76,
117 were voted. In addition 6.
983 federal ballots were received
by the registrar but only part of
these can be counted as many
are from the same individuals
who voted state ballots, Den-
oughue said,

In the senatorial race, Senator
Sheridan Downey polled 36,790
votes to 35,002 for his opponent,
Lieut. Gov. Frederick F. Houser.
The so-called “Right to Work”
amendment, proposition No. 12,
