Elie Le Blane
In Invasion
At Iwo lsland

Coast Guardsman Elie Le-
Blanc Jr., son of Mr. and Mrs.
Elie LeBlanc of Torrance, Cali-
fornia, participated in his second
invasion when his LST aided in
the assault on Iwo Jima.

A veteran of the Guam inva-
sion, LeBlane is now serving
aboard a coast -guard-manned
LST which is part of a vast
United States amphibious force
which carried the Pacific war
to the inner defense belt of the
Japanese Empire.

At Guam, LeBlanc was cox-
swain of a landing craft which
made several trips into the
during initial operations
¢ ng troops and equipment.
“It was quite a show,” said Le-
Blanc, “one time we had landed
on the beach and were unload-
ing when a heavy concentration
of Jap .mortar fire really made
us dig in. For several hours we
had to lay on the beach with
mortars exploding all about us.
It was really hell.”

During the attack on Iwo, he
took over the duties of eoxswain
of an LCV (P), transporting
troops’ and supplies ‘onto the
beach. While attached aboard
another LST for the Guam as-
sault, LeBlanc was awarded a
citation issued to each officer
and man aboard his LST by the
Task IForce commander. It read
as follows:

“The Task Group Commander
notes with pride and satisfac-
tion the highly commendable
and courageous manner in which
the commanding ‘officer, and
crew conducted themselves un-
der trying conditions in the face
of a large concentration of ene-
my fire, glued to the beach as
the ship was and coming from
a position unknown to them, thus
depriving the vessel of the op-
portunity to'return this fire.””

LeBlanc entered the Coast
Guard on Aug. 1, 1942, and re
ceived his boot training at Ala-
meda, Calif, Prior to enlistment
