In Brake Drive

All members of the California
Highway Patrol will cooperate
in a nationwide brake emphasis
program beginning April 15 and
ending June 1, Chief E. Ray-
mond Cato announced today.

The program, sponsored by
the International Association of
Chiefs. of Police, will focus at-
tention of motorists on the im-
portance to traffic safety of
good brakes and good car con-
dition,  Chief Cato has been
named coordinator of the pro-
gramh _for California and will
seek the: assistance of all chiefs
of police, sheriffs and other
peace officers to make the pro-
gram effective.”

During the period of the pro-
gram highway patrolmen and
other police officers stopping a
passenger car for any infrac-
tion of highway rules will take
an additional sixty seconds to
check the car’s brakes, Cato
said.

He explained that all officers
will be provided with a small
precision engineered wooden
block which may be placed un-
der the brake pedal. If the
brake when depressed touches
this' wooden block, Cato_said, i¥
is engineering proof that the
brakes will not stop the car in
the number of feet required by
California to prevent an acci:
dent, Warning tickets and edu-
cational pamphlets will be given
to owners of all vehicles failing
