Minor Changes . 
In Processed 
Food Values

Minor changes in processed 
foods point values for the ra- 

j tion period beginning- April 20 
wore announced today by OPA.

Point values on 2 cans of 
snap beans, and one each of to­ 
mato catsup, chili sauce and 
apricots will be lowered to 10 
points, while grape juice will 
curry a higher value, ^50 points 
for quarts.

In addition, tho point value 
of tomato Juice, and vegetable 
juice combinations containing at 
least 70 percent tomato juice, 
will be lowered for the 24-ounce 
sizA to 10 points. No other 
changes arc being made in 
point values for processed foods 
during the new ration period 
which extends through June 2.

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New Red 
Valid as of 
First of

Five new rod stamps, worth 
10 points each for a total of 
50 rod points, have been validat­ 
ed for the May rationing period. 
The newly validated red stamps 
arc Q2, R2, 32, T2 and U2. They 
will be good through August 31

Simultaneously five new blue 
points became valid. Each worth 
10 points for a total of 50 points, 
these stamps are T2. Z2, Al, Bl, 
and Cl. These are good to Au­ 
gust 31.

Under the so-called 60-50 plan 
of validation, Inaugurated April 
1, four sets of both red and 
blue stamps will be valid at all 
times. Each set is valid for 
about four months, with the 
first set becoming invalid on or 
about the date the new set Is
 alldated.

With the validation of the new 
red and blue stamps, 10 stamps, 
five red and five blue, will ex­ 
pire today. These will be: Red
  T5, U5, V5, W5 and X5; Blue: 
C2, D2, E2, F2 and G2.

While sugar stamp 35 will re­ 
main valid up to and including 
June 2, stamp 36 became due 
May 1.
