Quarantine 
Of Dogs Voted 
By Gardena

Because of the danger of a 
rabies epidemic the Gardena 
Council at Its meeting May 21 
adopted a drastic dog quaran­ 
tine resolution which requires 
all dog owners to confine their 
pets to their own premises for 
a period of 90 days starting 
May 21. The quarantine was de­ 
cided upon as the result of a 
report from the county health 
department.

Dr. Henry Smiley, head of the 
county health department at 
Torrance, told the council that 
10 rabid dogs had been found in 
or near the City of Gardona in 
the past month and that sev­ 
eral people are now under treat­ 
ment for fear they may have 
contracted the disease which

can prove fatal If not promptly 
treated.
