R. H. Schroeder, coxswain, 
UBN, son of Mrs. Mary Schroed- 
or. For tola avc., Torrance, 
fought aboard a U. 3. battleship 
as she threw steel at the Japa­ 
nese on Okinawa in the week- 
long bombardment that cleared 
tho beaches for Invading troops.

So deadly were her big guns 
that troops encountered no 
enemy fire in the areas she cov­ 
ered.

During the pro-Invasion bom­ 
bardment, guns of this ship and 
others of the Pacific Fleet 
knocked out enemy gun em­ 
placements back of tho beaches. 

(Secondary batteries combed the 
landing areas, exploring every 
suspicious hill and clump of 
trees.

On the morning of D day, tho 
deluge of shells pouring onto 
the Island was Intensified. Smoke 
was so thick it screened troops 
pushing inland to their objec­ 
tives.

Every man was at his battle 
station for many hours that 
day. Not until box lunches came 
up from the galley did many of 
the fighting crew remember 
that D day was also Easter 
Sunday. Packed neatly in each 
box was a bright touch of home, 
Easter eggs in rainbow hues.

Veteran's Assistance in Every Need Is Available at Local Service Offices
The young wife of a Marine 

facing the'fury of war with the 
Japs In the Pacific area has 
been living In a trailer camp In 
this district paying the landlord 
$10.60 per week, plus utilities, 
out of her government allow­ 
ance of $80 a mpnth. This week 
she became s|ck and no one 
was available to care for her.

An appeal by a third' party 
was made to the local Veterans 
Service committee at Selective 
Service Board No. 280, and an 
Investigation was made at once. 
The case was referred to the 
Family Welfare bureau.

"We will take care of her," 
said James Q. Caldwell, secre­

tary, "just as every other case 
that comes to our attention will 
be handled or properly referred."

Within half an hour, ho said, 
two other cases were called to 
his attention, one that of a vet­ 
eran seeking a pension, his time 
set for examination, and he did 
not know where to go. He was 
referred to the Veterans Admin­ 
istration. The other case was 
that of a person seeking a loan 
under the G.I. Bill of Rights. 
This likewise was. referred.

Two offices are available for 
service of veterans here, Cald­ 
well said. They are Selective Ser­ 
vice Board No. 280's veterans 
service committee, and the Unit­

ed States Employment Service 
committee, Willard W. Moser, at 
1927 Carson st.

Here, the veteran's problems 
probably will fall within one of 
several referrals listed below:

For job assistance, referred to 
former employer; new employer 
direct; U. S. Employment Ser­ 
vice; Civil Service Commission; 
Railroad Retirement Board; Ag­ 
ricultural Extension Service, or 
other agents to be specified.

For other rights or benefits, 
such as hospital or medical care; 
vocational rehabilitation; educa­ 
tion and training; loans; read­ 
justment of allowance; unem­ 
ployment compensation, and oth­

or specified cnscs, tho veterans 
are referred either to the Vet­ 
erans' Administration or to oth­ 
er appropriate agencies.

In addition, the veteran Is giv­ 
en an introduction card which 
contains his name, serial num­ 
ber and other data including the 
local board's stamp to assist 
him in identification.

One of the first things that a 
veteran should do upon dis­ 
charge is to call upon the Selec­ 
tive Service Board. - The second 
most necessary .act is to call 
upon the United States Employ­ 
ment Service if interested in 
employment.
