Drive Praised

The importance of motion
pictures as a health education
medium was borne out by a re-
port from F. P. Reiter of the
Visual Education Section of the
Los Angeles City Board of Edu-
cation, given to the Board of Di-
redtors of the Los Angeles
County Tuberculosis and Health
Association Wednesday.

Eleven films on the prevention
of tuberculosis were shown 1,398
times in the city schools during
the 19844-45 school year to audi-
ences totaling 135400 students
and teachers. According to Mr.
Reiter, requests for the films
continue to pour in at such a
rate from the city’s 10,000 teach-
ers “that the reservation lists
have been extended threé years
in the future.
