City Charter

by a majority of the freehol-
ders and filed in the office of
the clerk of the council.

10. The date for the election
is fixed by the freeholders be-
fore the filing and is designated
on the chartér. It may be a
special election held not more
than 60 days after the charter
has been published once or the
general election next following
expiration of 60 days.

11. The City Council causes
the charter to be published once
in the official newspaper of the
city and, if the city has over
50,000 population, copies are
printed in convenient pamphlet
form and mailed to the quali-
fied electors and a notice is
published in a newspaper that
copies may be had upon appli-
cation. (It is desirable to do
this whether the city is more or
less. than 50,000).

12. A majority vote approving
the charter is sufficient.
13. After approval by major-
ity vote the charter’ is submit-
ted to.the legislature which ap-
proves or rejects the charter as
a whole by concurrent resolu-
tion. 3
14. One copy of the charter
after approval by the legislature
is filed with the Secretary of
State, one with the County Re-
corder, and one in the archives
of the city.

Alternative Procedure
1. City Council may on its
own motion frame .a charter and
submit it to the clectors at any
general or special election.
2. The charter must be adver:
tised in the same manner asone
prepared by a board of free-
holders.
3. City Council fixes the date
of election not less than 40 nor

more than 60 days after the
completion of the advertising in
the official paper.

4. Majority vote only required
and approval by the: legi ure
and filing required as in case of
freeholders’ charter.
