A telegram from Thomas F.
Neblett, chairman of the Tenth
Regiohal War Labor Board, scek-
ing an immediaté end of the
gtrife, apparently was goihg ig-

The telegram. said in part:
“The Tenth Regional War La-
bor Board today unanimously
ordered theé members of Local
905, Retail Clerks International
Protective Association (AFL),to
resume work immediately, and
unanimously ordered the mem-
bers of the San Pedro Business
Men's Assoclation to terminate
their lockout immediately and to
permit the members of the RCI
PA Local 905. to return to work.
‘.. .- Pending termination of
the' strike ‘and lockout no fur-
ther action will be taken by the
Tenth Regional War Labor
Board. . You are directed to
bring this telegram to the at-
tention of your members imme-
diately, and to report to the
Tenth Regional War Labor
Board."
The. Business Men’s Associa-
tion yesterday closed approxi:
mately 150 stores in the th
communities, declaring that “a
strike against one store is a
strike against all our.stores.”
Tidwell, declaring —the ~ situa-
tion was unchanged, said he was
advising his members to “take
defense jobs, go fishing or rest.

Labor Board. A letter, signed
by Bernard Hill, attorney for
merchants, . reviewed events since
April, 1944, and charged the! un-
ion with refusing to “assume
the responsibilities that go with
economic power entiiusted to ‘it.”
“You have called strikes with-
out notice,”
“strikes without good-faith ef-
forts to negotiate — strikes in
violation of written agreement—
strikes in contempt of the courts
of ‘this state — strikes in defi-
ance of the War Labor Board—
thereby undermining the nation-
al no-strike policy and nullify-
ing “the law as established by
the president and congress,

“As you have previously
warned us you would strike our
members one at a time, we have
no recourse but to take your
action'in Striking individual
stores today as ‘a rejection of
our offer and a strike against

“The assoclation on behalf of
the merchant, members there-
fore, withdraws all offers relat-
ing to wages hours and work-
ing conditions made during the
course of our recent negotia.
tions. We have re-submitted the
matter to the War Labor Board,
for consideration and action, in
accordance with War Labor
Board procedure.

“We, will abide by its deci-
slon.”

“The letter said that clerks had
rejected "an “offer of increases
ranging from 15 to 35 per cent
and more, on the established 48-
hour week basis.”

Tidwell, representing the clerks,
said, “The merchants offercd
lady clerks $82,50 a week for a
48-hour week, Ninety per cent
of the clerks in the Harbor Dis-
trict today are women. After
withholding taxes and other de-
ductions are taken from their
pay check, they are left with
about $27 per week., How can
the merchants expect anyone to
live ,on that amount of money
today?"

“We would elect five citizens
to run our. schools, and we would
have the control of the $610,000
raised in or on behalf of Tor-
rance through taxes and state
school support.
“We would have culture, real
community and school spirit; we
would be a part of our schools,
and our schools a part of us.
“And above all, out children
would' get first con*ald:‘ratlon in
their educational needs. Our
children would graduate from
school . prepared to meet the
world, with well-rounded educa-
tions or properly equipped to
enter university or college.”
She pointed out that with the
money Torrance is “giving” to
Los Angeles, a new school could
be built every year, replacing
the antiquated and poorly equip-
ped buildings now maintained
here by Los Angeles.
She said .that Torrance boys
and girls could be given proper
training in complete shops to
enter the industrial life of this
industrial city.
Under the Fifth Class City
sotup, the sections of the city
now served by Perry, Redondo
Beach and Palos Verdes school
districts would come under Tor-
rance jurisdiction, and the school
tax rate would be levied on the
whole of Torrance's assessed val-
uation of some $27,000,000 which

makes the city: one of the rich-
est communities in California.

Signal Oil Corporation.

With head offices at the Long
Beach Municipal Airport, the
company will have a dally
freight capacity of 70,000 pounds
with seven Conestoga twin-en-
gine transport planes built to
rigld Navy specifications by the
Edward G. Budd Manuficturing
Company, The powerful,
efficient  airplanes which, al-
though designed for cargo use,
arg approved by ‘the Civil Aero-
nautics Authority for passenger
service, were bought from the
Defense Plant Corporation
through the Surplus War Prop-
erty Board.

The first Conestoga, named
fory the sturdy prairie schooners
with which Ameriean pioneers
opened the West, blazed the way
to a new frontier — the air —
when flown to the Long Beach
Municipal Airport with Presl-
dent Prescott at the controls.
