DeJongOnce 
Experimented 
With Lawrence

Morris- DeJong, manager o £ 
the Torrance Hardware, reports 
an off the record boyhood ex­ 
periment of E. O. Lawrence, 
winner of the Nobol prize foi 
research, and more recently 
famed for his contribution in 
research of the atomic bomb.

DeJong stated that the ex­ 
periment, having to do with 
supplying the early radio re­ 
ceiver with power, with his aid 
to Lawrence failed completely. 
The experiment cost about $1.50 
and thirty minutes of DeJongs 
time. Lawrence was 18 years 
old at that time and lived .in 
Springfield, S.D., where DeJong 
operated a small business.

"He was quite a live-wire, 
iven then," DeJbng said, "his 

brother was a doctor and I re­ 
member the long hours of re­ 
search they did in experiment- 
ng with a cure of cancer," and 
added, "I have a lot of faith and 
confidence in Ernest Lawrence 

believe that he will yet 
find the cure. Perhaps with this 
atomic energy." .

DeJong again met Lawrence 
after a trip abroad and they 
talked at great length regarding 
the fine universities and re-

irch facilities that he had 
found in Holland prior to the 
war. DeJong, a nativo of Hol­ 
land, regarded their meeting, 
with a personal interest.

hut-led more than 150,000 tons of 
projectiles at enemy plan 
.ships and land emplacements off 
Okinawa.

Veteran of major invasions 
from Guadalcanal to Okinawa, 
the Salt Lake City's 5-and-8-inch 
guns pounded the island by day 
and remained on the alert to 
repel Jap suicide attacks by 
night.

Shipboard routine on the Salt 
Lake City was restricted en­ 
tirely to battle throughout the 
campaign. No . movies were 
shown; recreation consisted of 
sleeping, eating and some letter- 
writing. Blackout, was in effect 
every night.

In the long weeks of the cam­ 
paign, Kamikaze attacks in­ 
creased. Beside suicide planes, 
the Japs sent high-spded boats 
16aded with explosives. To meet 
these attacks, gun crews were 
sometimes .called out several 
times a night:

The pro-invasion bombardment 
was halted early on L-Day   
Easter Sunday for the troops 
to make their landings. Church 
services on the cruiser won; 
broadcast over the ship's loud­ 
speakers to the men at their 
battle stations. Soon after the 
services "commence firing" was 
passed to all guns.
