New Chemical Unit In Torrance Will 
Manufacture Liquid Type Fertilizer

Hany A. Medley, United SuH 
phur Co. head, has announced 
the formation of a new subsid­ 
iary firm known as the Medley 
Chemical Co., 1B11 213th St. 
This division of the United 
SuPphur Co. will manufacture 
liquid plant foods, said to be 
more economical to apply than 
ordinary fertilizer.

According to Medley, the 
chemical dips into the irrigating 
water thus carrying the liquid 
food In a solution immediately 
to the plant. The use of a liquid 
fertilizer Is an old practice that 
has proved successful, he said, 
but has not yet become uni­ 
versal in its use.

Production will begin within 
the next two weeks and a large 
consumption is expected all over 
the state, Medley reported. A 
field service is to be set up for 
the growers, with laboratory 
facilities for analyzing soils to 
determine efficiencies in neces­ 
sary plant foods. Ten to 15 ad­ 
ditional employees will work in 
the new unit.  

These liquid foods are com­ 
posed of the basic nitrogen, 
phosphoric acid, potash and 
other chemicals that are said 
to contain no odor in the fin­ 
ished product. Another thing, 
he pointed out, is that this 
method of fertilizing the plant, 

cleaner in its application.
"My motto," he stated, "will 

be: "Medley's Liquid Fertilizer, 
Music To Your Soil'."

It was said that 95 per cent 
of the United Sulphur Com­ 
pany's production is used by 
the agricultural industry and 
the addition of the liquid food, 
fertilizer will result in a year- 
round industry.
