Governor Warren, In a letter
to Conner, said that "it Is
utmost importance that our
counties and cities organize
themselves along these lines to
receive our returning veterans
and the action taken by tht
City of Torrance is most en
couraglnR to me lind, I am sure
to the California Veterans' Com
mission. Permit me to take this 
opportunity to compliment you 
and the -City of Terra  
your prompt cooperation with 
thc> California Veterans' Com 
mission."  .

The City of Torrance recently 
formed the Torrance Area Vet 
erans Affairs Committee after 
the "California Plan" of Gover­ 
nor Warren, and Mayor W. H. 
Tolson heads the organization. 
Participating are members of 
various veterans' organizations, 
Selective Service, United States 
Employment Service and other 
agencies.

The War Chest, through 
Ralph T, Shaw, assistant sec­ 
retary, forwarded to Conner 
various forms Including State­ 
ment of Policy, Criteria, Ap­ 
plication Form and Agreement 
Form to .secure War Chest fi­ 
nancial assistance in operation 
of the veterans' service center

This will be filed immediately, 
Conner said.

Tin' new center would bf 
quartered in the Veterans' Mem 
oriiil liullding which is to be 
constructed at Gramercy Ave. 
and Cabrillo blvd. The Veterans 
of Foreign Wars, Post No. 3251, 
recen.tly bought the old garage 
building there 'and will recon­ 
struct it. into a Veterans' Mem­ 
orial hall and facilities for vet­ 
erans.

"We expect the building to 
bo completed in time to dedi­ 
cate It to our returned heroes 
by New Year's Day," Connor 
stated.

"We will house   the newly 
formed Torrance Area Veterans 
Affairs Committee, and will 
have service officers available 
twenty-four hours every 'day to 
attend to the wants of all vet­ 
eran* their widows and depend' 
ants, irrespective of organiza­ 
tion affiliation - - or if they do 
not belong to any organization."

A meeting of county engineers 
on this same subject was called 
by Darby on August 31st last, 

i result of which the County 
Engineer has recommended ex­ 
tensive revisions of Ordinance 
No. 614 (N.S.) which regulates 
the disposal of industrial waste 
and sewage in unincorporated 
areas of the County. This 
amendment, which was approv­ 
ed by the board on Tuesday, 
provides that all applications for 
disposal of industrial waste

Engineer, with the approval of 
the Health Department, Flood 
Control Engineer and Sanitation 
District Engineer. 

The chief concern of Super-
isor Darby is the prevention of 

pollution of the water supply 
and damage to structures of 
the Flood Control District, Sani­ 
tation Districts and county sew­ 
ers, as well as prevention of 
loss of life by improper disposal 
3f industrial wastes. Nine water 
wells in Montebello have been 
polluted recently by a single in­ 
dustry, and two deaths jiaye oc­ 
curred as a direct result of 
such improper disposal.

The Board of Supervisors at 
Tuesday's meeting, on .motion 
of Supervisor Raymond V. Dar- 
>y, adopted the amended Mas- .: 

tcr Plan of Shoreline Develop­ 
ment, approving . the plans pf 
Long Beach, Los Angeles, Re- 
dondo Beach and Torrance for 
extensive fills of new beach 
and their eventual development 
for recreational purposes, and 
also approving the priority pro­ 
gram by which all of the now 
jrivate beach property is plac­ 
ed in either first, second or 
third priority for acquisition.

It Is anticipated that about 
S4.500.000 will be available from 
he State Beach Acquisition 
'uni, which must be matched 
by local contributions either In 
cash or in kind. On this 

is estimated that Los 
es County should be 
bring into public own 
about $6,500,000 or $7,000,000 
worth of beach which Is now 
privately owned.

Supervisor Darby stated that 
the priority program adopted 
iy the Board's action places a 
ittle more than $10,000,000 
worth of such beach property In 
first priority. First priority In­ 
cludes all property now private- 
y owned from Topanga Cai 
to the south boundary of ' 
ranee, and from the Los 
es River in Long Beach to;
