Unemployment
Insurance
Scope Widened

' Unemployment insurance cov-
erage has been widened to hold
liable all employers of as many
as one person .with a payroll
of $100 or more per quarter,
it ' has’ been - announced.
"Beginning  Sept. 16, unem-
ployed workers will have to
wait only one week instead of
two to collect unemployed in-
surqnce. +
Beginning Jan, .1, 100,000 new
firms, employing about 200,000
workers will be brought under
unemployment ihsurance cover-

age.

Beginning Sept.” "16 . unem-
ployed . workers may be. dis-
qualified for unemployment in-
surance on five new grounds;
leaving work voluntarily and
without good cause, discharge
for misconduct in' connection
with an employe’'s most recent
work, wilfully making a false
statement or failing to report
a material fact, refusing to ac-
cept suitable employment with-
out good cause,

Previous grounds for disqual-
ification, which remain in ef-
fect, are inability to work, be-
ing unavailable for work, and
leaving work because of a trade
dispute. In these instances, the
disqualification is removed, then
the ground teases to exist.

Penalties range from one
week’s to permanent disqualifi-
cations.

The act which goes into ef-
fect Sept. 16 provides a uniform
five-weeks' penalty.

Of 18,482 jobless workers who
reported the U.'S. Employment
service last week, 11,058 were
referred to jobs, Raymond Krah,
acting director of the war man.
