Here's How to Lengthen 
Life of Cut Flowers

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The life of cut flowers mny be 
lengthened considerably by remov­ 
ing them carefully from the parent 
plant. The best time for cutting 
is in the early morning hours. 
That's when the plant stems are 
exceedingly turgid and evaporation 
attains Its lowest point. Flowers 

already stored up in their 
great amount of moisture, 

is them life after they 
are- removed from the parent plant.

The implement used lor cutting 
should be extremely sharp. Don't 
use scissors that have outlived their 
usefulness. They leave a ragged 
edge on the stem, which indicates 
a short life. The cut flower absorbs 
moisture through its stem and if 
the stem is ragged or smashed 
there can be no rapid penetration 
of moisture. It's best to.cut slant­ 
wise, rather than straight.

As soon as possible plunge the 
flowers into a deep container filled 
with water. Leave them for sev­ 
eral hours before arranging them. 
They soak up all the water they 
can possibly absorb, which affords 
a good start for their indoor life.

A small bit of charcoal should be 
placed in the vase. Change tho wa­ 
ter every day if possible; certainly 
two or three times a week. 1 Foliage 
trailing into the water decays rap­ 
idly, forming a scum on the eur-, 
Jacc. Tho leaves will react favor­ 
ably to being washed oil from time 
to time. It's wise to keep the leaves 
free of dust because any accumula­ 
tion stops up the breathing pores. ___ ....
