New Laws Go Into Effect in Accord ) 1

With Constitutional Provisions

Laws recently enacted by the
1945 Legislature went into effect
recently in accordance with a
requirement of the State Consti-
tution that 90 days must elapse
after the session adjourns.

Gov. Barl Warren pointed out
that most of the new statutes
are of a “technical” nature, but

have looked beneath the surface for
a law of causation, a source of good.
One well-know: public man who has
been brought safely through more
peril, perhaps, than any other indi-
vidual, nas said that he is convinced
there is a divine power which con-
trols and governs in tiraes of danger,
delivering men from jeopardy.
