in a second nation-wide clothing 
collection for overseas relief.

President - Truman in his let­ 
ter said that'the need for this 
collection is "imperative." The 
campaign, to be known as the 
Victory Clothing Collection, is 
scheduled for January 7, 1946 
through January 31st. The na­ 
tional goal is 100,000,000 gar­ 
ments with additional shoes and 
bedding.

The President wrote: "With­ 
out adequate clothing and other 
necessities of life to sustain vie 
tims of war on the long roa( 
to rehabilitation there can be no 
peace. I therefore ask you (Mr 
Kaiser) and the more than 
seven thousand local chairmen 
of the United National Clothing 
Collection to lead the Nation in 
another clothing collection for 
the relief of victims of war."

Expressing willingness to ac 
cept the local chairmanship, Hill 
man R. Lee said, "In view of 
Lhe President's appeal, Mr 
Kaiser's response, and Mr 
Kaiser's letter to me, I feel I 
must .accept the responsibility 
to organize our community to 
meet this new challenge.

"UNRRA has informed loca 
chairmen that every pound of 
the clothing contributed in the 
nation-wide collection this past 
spring will be in the hands of 
war victims overseas by Christ­ 
mas. But Mr. Kaiser's letter to 
me said that total victory has 
brought many more millions of 
war victims within range of our 
assistance. I know our commun­ 
ity will again make every effort 
to do its part. No innocent vie 
tim of these years of horror 
must go naked while clothing 
 tangs Unused .In the closets of 
America. We will all of ,us make 
our contribution toward a hap- 
Jier New Year for the helpless. 

Since the task is urgent, let's 
get ready now to undertake it. 
AH that is asked is whatever 
used clothing, shoes and bed­ 
ding we can spare.

"According to Mr. Kaiser's let­ 
ter to me each contributor will 
be invited to enclose in the gar­ 
ments a 'good-will' letter to the 
unknown recipient. I think it is 
a wohderful idea to have this 
expression of international 
friendship."

Motorists Asked 
To Be Watchful 
Of Children

With the 1945-46 school term 
open in most California cities, 
Gordon H. Garland, director of 
motor vehicles today Issued a 
special appeal to motorists of 
Torranca to be especially watch­ 
ful for school children in the 
streets and on the highways 
when driving.

Hazards are particularly great 
this year, 'he said, because the 
removal of gasoline 'rationing 
restrictions has increased the 
volume of traffic greatly 
throughout the State. He pointed 
out that 4S4 children of school 
age were killed last year in Cali­ 
fornia by the automobile and 
10,697 in the same age group 
Injured.

Garland offered this advice to 
Torrance parents whose children 
walk to and from school:

Plan the route of the children 
to avoid hazardous crossings 
and to pass over protected In­ 
tersections.

Instruct them to avoid playing 
enroute and to walk on the 
left side of the highway if there 
are no sidewalks.

Instruct them to avoid jay­ 
walking and to observe traffic 
lights.

Cooperate with the school 
authorities In the formation of 
school safety patrols.

Taxes collected from the 
people of California during 1944 
45, the last completed fiscal 
year, averaged $522 per person, 
California Taxpayers' associa­ 
tion said today. Ten years age 
1934-35, they averaged $93 per 
capita. Total collections for 1944- 
45 amounted to $4,619,509,000. 

Tracing the war growth of tax 
collections in California, the as­ 
sociation said

"For the three fiscal years 
1938, 1939, and 1940 tax col­ 
lections in California stayed 
about $136 pcj capita, almost 
evenly "divided among the fed­ 
eral, state, and local govern­ 
ments, at about $45 per capita 
each.

"For fiscal 1941 they started 
up, reaching a total of $152, with 
$57 going to Uncle Sam, $51 to 
the state, and $44 to the local 
governments.

"During 1942, the federal 
government almost doubled its 
take, with collections of $102 
State collections went up to $57, 
and local collections held at $44 
per capita. Total collections per 
capita for 1941-42 were $203.

"For fiscal 1943, federal col­ 
lections again went up, reaching 
$181 per capita. State collections 
per person also increased, going 
to $63. Local government collec­ 
tions decreased to $41 per cap­ 
ita. Total collections per person 
for the year averaged $285.

"For 1944, Federal .tax col­ 
lections per capita from Cali­ 
fornians were more than double 
the previous- year's level, going 
to $403 per person. State collec­ 
tions went up slightly, reaching 
a high of $65. Local collections, 
with a combination decrease in

collections and increase In popu- 
.latlon, fell to $38 per capita. 
Total collections for the yea 
reached $506 per person. 

"For 11)44-45, federal 
taken from Californians reachet 
$421 per person for the 8.84VOC 
persons estimated to be in thi 
state at January 1, 1945. Stati 
collections per person droppe< 
slightly, despite an increase in 
total collections, to $63 per cap 
ita.
