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New Recreation Ordinance For Cit 
Is Prepared For Early Presentation

A now recreation departmen 
ordinance providing for the ap 
pointment of fivo regular mem 
bers and two ex-officio members 
will be presented to the Cit> 
Council at an early meeting, 
was said yesterday.

The ordinance provides tha 
four members will be narn'et 
by the mayor, one by the mayo 
upon nomination of the princ! 
pal of the high school, and tha 
one member of the council am 
the superintendent of parks shal 
be ex-officio members.'

Terms will be for four years 
with the original members dra' 
ing lots to determine staggered 

__t£rms__of ..two, three and four 
years.

The ordinance provides for 
election of a chairman, vice-chair 
man and secretary, and. the ap­ 
pointment of a general mana 
ger who shall be superintendent 
of recreation and other assist 
ants.

The commission "shall have 
power and authority to managi 
and conduct recreation centers 
and recreational activities on 
such grounds or in such build­ 
ings as may be placed under 
their jurisdiction or made avail­ 
able to them including the use 
of school facilities," the pro­ 
posed ordinance reads. "They 
shall have power to conduct 
children's playgrounds, indi
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and outdoor recreational actlv 
ties, and in general do any an 
all things neccsary or prope 
for establishment and develop 
ment of a wellrounded recrea 
tional program.

"The Recreation commissio 
may accept all moneys appropr 
ated for that purpose by th 
City Council or the schools, o 
from any public body and a 
donations, legacies or bequests 
from any other source." Thi 
money will be deposited in 
city recreation fund expendabl 
only by the commission for it 
purposes.
