Outlining the provisions and 
the benefits that will come to 
Southern California through the 
three new Boulder contracts Gen­ 
eral Manager Julian HlnSs said:

'Under the new contracts the 
Metropolitan Water District's un­ 
used firm energy at Boulder 
Dam and the equivalent of all 
the District's energy from Park­ 
er power plant was sold to the 
Department of Water and Pow­ 
er of the City of Los Angeles, 
Southern California Edison Com­ 
pany, Ltd., and the California 
Electric Power Company for the 
period from June 1, 1945 to May 
31, 1987, when the Boulder ener­ 
gy contract terminates.

'These three contracts, known 
respectively as the District's 1945 
Resale Contract, the 194P 
lateral Contract, and the Dis­ 
trict-Edison Contract, will result 
in benefits to the District total­ 
ing approximately $47,000,000 
over and above the returns that 
could be expected under the pow- 

contracts now In effect.

Boulder Dam; nearly $11,000,000
