., Answers

1. Yes. All such accidents oc-
curring within a city must be
reported to the local police de-
partment, otherwise, the report
must ‘be. made to the local Cali-
fornia Highway Patrol office or
branch office of the Department
of Motor Vehicles within 24
hours in either case, (Section
484 Vehicle Code)

2. No: Passing street cars on
the left.is prohibited except:

(a) When so directed by an
officer. :

(b) When upon a one way
strect.,

(c) When upon a street where
the tracks are so located as ta
prevent passing on the right.
(Section 570 Vehicle Code)

3. Yes. Only persons who are
blind or partially blind may leg-
ally carry, such a, cane on any
steet, highway ‘or other' public
place. Motorists must take such
precautions as may be neces-
sary: to avold actidents or. in-
jury to any person wholly or
partially blind. = (Chapter 126,
Statutes of 1935) (Vehicle Code
page 293)

4. Yes. It is unlawful to fail
or refuse to comply with any
lawful order or direction of any.
member of the California High-
way Patrol or any police officer
when on duty to enforce® fraf-
fic laws: (Section 451 Vehicle
Code)

5. Yes. It is unlawful to oper-
ate any vehicle which is in an
unsafe’ condition. (Section = 679
Vehicle Code)

6. No. A transfer fee becomes
due immediately and is delin-
quent in 10 days. If any fee is
not paid within 30 days after
the same becomes delinquent a
penalty Is added thereto. (Sec-
tion 378 Vehicle Code)
