Palos Verdes mains at Crcnshaw 
blvd. northwesterly along the 
Weston ranch property border 
to Madison ave. 

While the original plan calls 
for building of -a 10-inch main 
from 240th and Oaks sts., In 
Lomita, only to Newton St., Wal­ 
teria, the new plan will provide 
a 14-inch main to the top of 
Hawthorne Hill and dropping of 
a smaller main into Walteria. 
The second line for the lower 
areas will be 1Q inches dropping 
to eight inches at Walteria.
