Carbon Monoxide 
Poisoning Is 
Swartout Topic

If a gas heater burns with n 
clear, blue flame that docs not 
strike against mctnl, the name 
Is not likely to generate much 
carbon monoxide. If the flame 
strikes metal, the burning gas 
Is cooled enouKh to prevent com­ 
plete combustion, and it la In­ 
complete burning that results In 
carbon monoxide. The best types 
of heaters are those with open­ 
work earthenware mantles or 
flues. These are poor conductors 
of heat, and themselves soon be­ 
come white hot. |

If the motors of vehicles arc 
allowed to run in closed garages, 
the air in these places may be­ 
come dangerous before tho peo­ 
ple there realize it, because car­ 
bon monoxide has no warning 
odor.

Carbon monoxide poisoning 
comes on gradually, and the vic­ 
tim is not likely to realize what 
is happening. If awake, there 
may be slight, dull headache 
with an increasingly "groggy" 
sensation before unconsciousness 
comes on.

Even after a person loses con- 
iciousncss, life can often be saved 
by moving him out-into the open 
air and performing artificial 
respiration or using an Inhala- 
tor. He should not be given 
stimulants, however, and no at- 
:empt should be made to'wake 
him from his apparent sleep. 
Activity at any kind calls for 
more oxygen, and what the poi­ 
soned person is really suffering 
Tom is a reduced ability of his 
blood to carry oxygpn.
