Both of his
parents are dead.

Stevenson, a resident of Tor-
rance for many years, -was di-
Vorced from Mrs. L. Stevenson,
to whom he was married only
a short time, according to’ re-
ports, . Mrs. Stevenson' is . now
living in Washington. Rippy said
Yhat apparently there were no
other 'survivors.
