So stated representatives of large building interests who
have constructed thousands of homes In San Fernando valley during recent years, and who*             :       
re forced by conditions in that 

valley to seek land elsewhere 
to carry on their projects.

During a two-hour conference 
In the 1 office of the Torrance 
Herald, the representatives said 
that tracts of lands for housing, 
large and small, where the wa­ 
ter and sewage facilities are 
favorable are being sought.

He said that Torrance pre­ 
sents the ideal situation.

Due to the heavy construc­ 
tion in San Fernando valley in 
"ecent years, the sewage load 
lias become so heavy as to raise 
the ground water level from Its 
former 20 or so feet to about 
'our feet beneath the surface. 
This Is causing not only a
ealth menace, but a flood 

menace, and builders arc being 
'orced to shy from that area.

Torrance, with its access to 
the Metropolitan Water district 
supply and with -Its tie-in witji 
County Sanitation District No. 

will see the construction of 
nore than 10,000 homes in next

years, it was said, and Its 
population will approach 65,000 
>ersons.

Called into the conference, 
William H. Stanger, manager of 
he Torranee water department, 
old the representative of the 

home development group of the 
>lans for serving all of Tor- 
 ance with an adequate supply, 

and outlined the method by 
which Stanger proposes that 
Southwest Torrance will be 
erved. Stanger has suggested 
hat a pipeline from the Tor- 

nee Municipal Improvement 
district No. 1 plant to Madrona 

avc. and Sepulveda blvd. be con- 
tructed, and that the new 

water district in Southwest Tor- 
ance pick up this line and use 
t both as a transmission and 
ecder line to provide either le­ 
al or metropolitan supply to 
he several thousand acres In 
outhwest Torrance. 
He likewise outlined the 

North Torrance water proposals, 
md pointed out that service 
hero will be easier due to the 
act that the Metropolitan line 
IQW runs to I90t|» st. and Cren- 
haw blvd.
