Streamlined 
So. Pacific 
Service Due

A multi-million dollar program 
for streamlined train service on 
tbe Golden State Route between 
L<» Angeles and Chicago Is an- 
bounced by Southern Pacific and 
Rock Island Railroads.

Inauguration of two new 
streamlined services will feature 
the Improvements. One will be 
operated tri-weekly on a 39K 
hour schedule with extra fore, 
and the other will be dally with 
approximately a 48 hour east- 
bound and 49 hour westbound 
schedule without extra fare.

A pair of super-streamliners, 
powered with dlesel-electric lo­ 
comotives, will be purchased for 
the 39V hour run. It Is hoped 
they can be put In operation 
early In 1947. I 
. The 48 hour eastbound, 401 
hour westbound service will be! 
given Initially by the present 
Golden State Limited beginning 
June 2, 1946. The new schedule 
will cut 14 H hours from Its trip 
to Chicago and 13 hours, 9 
minutes from its run to Loe An­ 
geles. It will carry the through 
Los Angeles-New York sleeping 
cars recently announced.

Announcement also was made 
(hat the Callfornlan, popular econ­ 
omy train on the Golden State 
Route, will return to Its fast 
prewar schedule June 2. A new 
train will be established then 
on the Los Angeles-Chicago run 
to handle mail. Baggage and ex­ 
press.  

At the same time, sharp re­ 
ductions will be made In sched­ 
ules of Southern Pacific's Sun­ 
set Route trains between Los 
Angeles and New Orleans. Run­ 
ning time of the Sunset Limited 
will be slightly less than it 
hours westbound and 49 hours, 
46 minutes eaitbound without 
extra fare, the fastest schedule!
