Helicopter mall service for Torrance will become a reality In 
the very near future, It was Indicated by the statements of Gale 
Sullivan,- assistant postmaster general, who visited Los Angeles 
last week. Such a service was nroposed by Jamas Ray, president 
of Southwest Airways, to serve some 100 cities from a central distribution point at the Los An- 1 <         :       
geles municipal airport at Inglet 
wood. Torrance airport would be 
the terminal for one of five 
routes.

Chamber of Commerce offic­ 
ials from many of the 100 cities 
Involved thronged Sullivan while 
he was In Los Angeles on the 
helicopter mall pickup and dellv- 

.cry survey, and many of them 
got the promises they wanted.

Los Angeles has assured Sul­ 
livan that all necessary airport 
space for operation of the pro: 
nosed helicopter mall service 
hi-re will be. provided. Sullivan 
addressed rail and air transport 
officials at a luncheon In tho 
Chamber of Commerce Building, 
Los Angeles, explaining that the 
air service is but a new step In 
the Postofflce Department's role 
of pioneering transportation for 
"faster, better and cheaper" mall
delivery. 

Sullivan has returned to

ice as soon as the civil aeronau­ 
tics board approves technical ar­ 
rangements. This probably will

The 
Assistant Secretary stated 
that he felt that the Navy will 
be able to cooperate fully 
with any arrangements which 
we might make with the mu­ 
nicipality for its use.
