Pest Control
Be ready with pest control 

materials so you can success­ 
fully combat aphids, cutworms, 
leaf eating or chewing insects, 
etc.

Aphids arc probably the gar­ 
dener's worst,post. -If available, 
Black Leaf 40—one of the com­ 
mon brand names for nicotine 
sulphate—- Is about the best. 
Use one teaspoonful to a gallon 
of water with enough soap to 
make the spray spread uniform­ 
ly over the leaf and the Insect. 
There are prepared dusts con­ 
taining nicotine sulphate which 
are easier to apply and very 
effective. Nicotine sulphate is- 
self is • poisonous, but when ap­ 
plied to plants It will all vapor­ 
ize and be gone in a matter of 
hours, so there is no danger
