Control Of 
Black Widow 
Spider Advised

Some sprayo have been foun 
effective in controlling the Black 
widow spider, although thi 
adult female Is extremely dlffi 
cult to kill with any contac 
spray. Host ot the sprays tern 
porarily paralyze the spider, bu 
normal activity returns after 
several hours. "Playing pos 
sum" or the 'practice of feign 
ing death, an instinctive ruse o: 
all spiders in the presence o! 
chemicals or when disturbed 
may mislead one into thlnk-ing 
the spider is dead.

Carbon tetrachloride, lethane 
'or a t o percent solution o 
"otenoui. and ethylene dichloride 
are generally effective in para 
iyzing the spider. Kerosene ap 
plied as a spray will kill the spi 
der in a few minutes, but the in 
creased fire -hazard must be 
considered. If thoroughly 
drenched with the spray of om 
percent solution of nicotin sul 
phate in water, the spider wil 
usually die, as is true with 
creosote spray. Creosote also 
acts as a repellent. In rare in 
stances it may be necessary to 
use a power spray of live steam 
through a hose.

In using any spray with a 
strong, penetrating odor, care 
mut be exercised in spraying 
the underside of- a house be­ 
cause of the odor. Coolers and 
sorao furnaces take air from 
underneath the house and, in 
turn, circulate it through liv 
Ing quarters.

Fumigation with sulphur or 
cyanide gas can be used In 
rooms which can be made air­ 
tight, but cyanide fumigation 
should be administered by 11 

icd and trained men, as it 
highly poisonous. Sulphur 

can be safely used by anyone, 
using four or five pounds per 
thousand cubic feet. Complete 
instruction's for its use can be 
obtained from the sanitation di­ 
vision at the nearest district 
health center.

It should be remembered that 
reosote preparations destroy ve­ 

getation, damage paint, and arc 
irritating to the skin, so that 
they must be used with care, 

iddition to the sprays men­ 
tioned, there are many commer­ 
cial sprays on the market, put 
out by garden supply houses, 
paint, and chemical dealers.

Experiments with the new in 
secticide, DDT, by itself as a 
means of Black Widow spider 
:ontrol have not yet proved 

successful.

Emergency 
Means Given

A series of emergency mcas- 
ires to help farmers tide. over 
:h!s summer's grain and feed 
shortage, and get fullest meat, 
milk and egg production for" 
world food . needs, has been 
recommended by authorities of 

American Foundation for 
Animal Health.

Recommended steps include 
these:

"Cull out unproductive, over­ 
age, or sterile animals.

"If dairy cows do not con 
ceive, have them examined for 
sterility and dispose of them if 
:hey cannot be restored to use­ 
fulness.

"Make maximum use of pas­ 
ture to conserve on grain.

"Keep abundant water before
animals and poultry; It increases

alns^ reduces feed consumption.
"If livestock disease outbreaks 

occur, segregate well animals 
promptly. Every animal lost to 
disease means a complete loss 
also of the feed it has con- 
lumed.

"Have stock vaccinated against 
>reventable diseases, such as 
log cholera, swine erysipelas, 

anthrax, and such diseases as 
may be periodic threats in th'e 
ocality.

"Do not feed straight grains;
hat is wasteful. See thai-grain
ttions arc carefully balanced

with supplements to stretch feed
applies."
The foundation points out that 

here Is likely to be a serious 
hortagc of meat, milk and poul- 
ry products next winter, and 
hat these will be excellent prop- 
rty If farmers can carry them 
hrpugh to the fall and winter 
easqn.
